Pens and highlighters:
Hollowed out high-
lighters and pens can
conceal drugs and
look completely
UNSUSpICIOUS.

Computer and
laptop: Check
inside the battery,
CD-ROM and other
compartments of
a laptop.

In shoeboxes and
unused shoes: Look
inside shoes, and
inside old shoeboxes,
especially when filled
with other items as
well,

Wall posters: Drugs
can be taped to the
wall behind posters
and artwork without
detection.

In and under mattress:
Under the mattress or
between the mattress
and the fitted sheet are
places to look. Also,
look for small tears in
the mattress.

Stuffed animals:
Look for small
tears or compart-
ments inside of
old stuff animals.

Musical
instruments:
Look both inside
the case and
instrument.

In the closet:
Check the pockets
of unused and
seldom worn
clothing.

Dresser drawers:
The inside of a sock
among a dozen
other pairs is easy
to miss.

Trophies:
Look inside and
underneath old
trophies.

Makeup: Cosmetics
can often conceal
drugs, and some para-
phernalia is even made
to look like innocent
make up.

Medicine Cabinet: Many
drugs come right from
the home medicine
cabinet. Be sure to lock
up all prescription drugs,
such as Ritalin, Vicodin
and Sleeping Pills.

Wall Clocks:
Look behind
wall clocks,

Picture frames:
Check the inside
of picture
frames.

Houseplants: Look
inside the base of
houseplants and
under any material
that may be in the pot.
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
